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Synopsis
How close is too close?

John gets more than he bargains for during a routine haircut appointment.
He goes on a provocative journey from the terrifying to the sublime.

Shot with a miniature surveillance camera, entirely in first-person,

haircut is a search for connection in the most surprising of circumstances.

“You're late,” says a rough voice at the other end of the phone line. Woken from a nap and disoriented,
(Eric Sebastian) John rushes by bicycle to his scheduled engagement.

He arrives at rundown room. The space is nondescript in its function, a black-tiled wall and a utility sink
are the enigmatic indicators of the appointment. Waiting for him is a tough-looking Asian man, clearly
agitated by the delay. Following a barked command from Joe the Barber (James Kyson Lee), John removes
his shirt and the haircut begins.

With scissors and comb in hand Joe the Barber approaches John. The cuts begin with calculated precision
and accelerate to frenetic chops. Hair falls in clumps past his eyes and John reacts. After a brief negotiation,
the haircut resumes and the barber tackles the job with electric clippers. Joe's body gets closer and closer
to John, until it fills the frame.

From this intimate position, the camera tilts to reveal a different lean and mean barber (Danny Chung) who
speaks Chinese and is more interested in rough play and bondage than grooming. During the subsequent
tussle, Joe orders John into a position of total submission, punctuated with a slap.

A third barber (Rollence Patugan) picks him up only to flip him upside down. The camera, documenting
John's point of view, is turned 180 degrees. Abruptly there is a new awareness as John emerges right-
side up from his cut and blow. The forth and final barber (Eric Turic), wielding a garden hose, delivers John
from transformation to revelation, through a cathartic baptismal that liberates them both.

Haircut is the most recent of a series of short films by Jackson that provide a queer cinematic perspective
of relationships and a sense of self. Attaching a miniature surveillance camera to the forehead of his
protagonist, Jackson enables the viewer to get extremely close to his subjects. The raw quality of the digitized
image is complemented by the rawness of the situations. Throbbing electronic compositions by
composer/musician Eiji Yoshizawa further intensifies the filmic experience.

Shot on a sound stage with a created set, Jackson utilized his background in theater direction and production
design to bring us to a state of heightened theatricality. With a nod to the physicality of the camera and
restructuring of time, place and situation in the films of independent filmmaker Maya Deren, and the queer
perspective in the film and video of Derek Jarman, Jackson continues to work in the tradition of alternative
film - creating a film that has its own language, enabling a new perspective to be accessible to a wider
audience.

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Director’s Bio

Bryan Jackson is an experimental video and theater artist based in Los Angeles. Haircut is the most recent
of a series of short films written and produced by Jackson that provides a queer cinematic perspective of
relationships and continually examines the construction of memory and desire. His work is as much personal
exploration as it is a rigorous integration of political concerns.

Shooting primarily on sound stages with created sets, Jackson utilizes his background in theater direction
and production design to produce a state of heightened theatricality. Jackson's work is in the tradition
of experimental cinema and video - creating a film that has its own language and enabling a new perspective
to be accessed to a wider audience. His films are influenced by the physicality of the camera and the
restructuring of time, place, and situation in the films of independent filmmaker Maya Deren, and the queer
perspective in the film and video of Derek Jarman.

Jackson created video installations that were used as the setting for two new operas, Orlando and Consumer’s
Paradise, for Long Beach Opera’s Downtown Opera Project. His theater directing credits include The Maids
by Jean Genet, Him by e.e. cummings, and In the Heart of America by Naomi Wallace. His writing credits
include lyrics for the J-pop band Scudelia Electro which are featured on the current Sony/NHK-1 anime
King of Thieves: Jing. His chief collaborator is the Japanese composer/musician Eiji Yoshizawa. He is one
of the founding members of the activist/artist collective, All Out Attack.

Jackson's previous video work has premiered at Mix Mexico and Outfest LA, and screened at festivals
around the United States, including Philadelphia International Gay & Lesbian Film Festival, Out on Film in
Atlanta, GA, ImageOut in Rochester, NY, the Long Island Gay & Lesbian Film Festival, Long Island, NY, and
Q Cinema in Fort Worth, TX. Jackson holds an MFA in directing from the School of Theater, Film, Television
and New Media at the University of California at Los Angeles.

Jackson has taught at SCI-Arc (Southern California Institute of Architecture) and at UCLA in the School of
Theater, Film, Television. He is currently teaching video making at UC Irvine in the Studio Art Department,
in the School of the Arts, and at the San Francisco Art Institute.
